The pantry,
started by the Humble Harvest group is located
one block from the Community Association
(see the map above).

Some info from their site states: "Food security
is a key issue across the country, and especially
here in Calgary. Having been on both sides of
food-giving, jumping on board with Humble
Harvest - a 'food rescue' initiative that began in
Ontario - seemed like a win-win. Items from
local stores and partners are provided in the

hopes that someone who needs it can use it.

The ultimate goal is to launch pantries all
across the city, along with pop up pantries and
partnerships with other organizations, to help

create a greater sense of food security for all."
